Selection of the location
• The foundation at the installation site must be capable of safely supporting

At the same time, it should be so stable that no vibrations occur
during weighing operations. These requirements also apply if the weighing
platform is integrated in conveying systems and the like.

• Ensure the vibrations due to machines near the installation site are kept
to a minimum.

• Weighing platform can be used in a dry or wet environment.

2.2.   Equipotential bonding

The equipotential bonding must be installed by a professional electrician when using the weighing platform in zones 1/2
and 21/22. METTLER TOLEDO Service only has a monitoring consulting here.

=> Connect equipotential bonding (PA) of all devices (weighing platform and service terminal) in accordance with the
country-specific regulations and standards. In the process, make sure that all device housings are connectes to the
same potential via the PA terminals.
