1. When unpacking, check electrode for possible
mechanical damage to the glass part, electrodes
subject to complaints must be returned to our
agent in the original box indication the invoice
number.

2. Plug in and fasten the BNC connector to the
socket on pH/mV meter. And set mV mode. Con-
nect the temperature sensor if necessary.

3. Take off watering cap and rinse electrode
with distilled water. Then wipe the electrode with
tissue paper.

4. When measuring, make sure the platinum pin
and diaphragm to immerge in sample solution
together.

5. Functional check and preconditioning can be
made with Redox buffer solution (Order No.
51340065).
Note: The reading in mV depends on the refer-
ence system used. Conversion to redox poten-
tial related to standard hydrogen electrode (SHE)
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+207mV  at 25°C, valid for Ag/AgCl

reference system with electrolyte (Order No.
51340049/51340047).

6. Slow response / drift
    __ clean diaphragm (see 7);
   __ clean and remove deposits from the metal ring

with toothpaste or 2 M HCl;
   __ rinse with distilled water;
   __ change reference electrolyte.

7. Contamination by:

a) Proteins__ Use cleaning solution Pepsin/HCl

(Order No. 51340068);

b) Sulfides__ Use cleaning solution Thiourea (Order

No. 51340070);

c) Oily/organic liquids  Rinse with acetone or etha-

nol (flammable);
d) Acid/alkaline-soluble__ Rinse with 0.1mol/l HCl

or 0.1mol/l NaOH.

9. Check level of electrolyte which should be
approx. 10mm below refilling aperture. Refill
with 3M KCl+ AgCl (Order No. ME 51340045)
for LE501. LE510 is not refillable.
